Athens, GA Driving Directions
From I-20 Eastbound:

Follow I-20 through Downtown Atlanta and take exit 67 for I-285 Northbound toward Greenville.  Take US-78, exit 39B toward Snellville/Athens.  Continue on Hwy. 78 until exiting right onto GA-316.  Go through 2 traffic lights and bear right onto the GA-10 loop.  Take exit 7, College Station Road and turn left towards the UGA campus. 
From I-20 Westbound:
Take exit 172 for US-78 towards Thomson/Washington.  Continue on US-78 for approximately 60 miles until you reach Athens.  Turn left onto William Street and follow it under the railroad tracks.  Continue straight onto Baldwin Street which will dead end into Lumpkin Street. 

From I-85 Southbound:
Take exit 149 and turn left onto US-441/GA-15.  Continue under the Athens Perimeter onto Commerce Road, which will become Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Parkway.  Turn right onto North Avenue.  Turn left onto North Thomas Street and continue through downtown Athens.  You will pass a large parking deck on your right.  Take the first right after this deck, which will be Baldwin Street.  It will dead end into Lumpkin Street. 

From I-85 Northbound:

Continue through Downtown Atlanta and stay on I-85 after it splits from I-75.  Take exit 106 onto University Parkway, GA-316. Continue until the GA-10 loop.  Bear right towards UGA. Take exit 7, College Station Road and turn left towards the UGA campus.  

From I-75 Southbound:

Take exit 259 onto I-285E towards Greenville/Augusta.  Follow the signs for Exit 33 for I-85N towards Greenville. Take exit 106 onto University Parkway, GA-316.  There is a right lane exit here as well as an HOV exit onto GA-316.  Continue until the GA-10 loop.  Bear right towards UGA. Take exit 7, College Station Road and turn left towards the UGA campus. 

From I-75 Northbound:

Take the I-475 bypass of Macon and merge back onto I-75.  Take exit 187 for GA-83N towards Monticello.  Continue to follow GA-83 through Monticello and past I-20.  Merge right onto US-278/GA-12/GA-83 in Madison.  Continue through Madison and turn left onto Athens Highway, US-441/US-129/GA-24. Continue northward until merging right onto the GA-10 loop towards the University of Georgia. Take exit 7, College Station Road and turn left towards the UGA campus. 

From I-95 Northbound / I-16 Westbound:
Follow I-16 Westbound towards Macon.  Take exit 42 for GA-338 towards Dudley.  Go about 9 miles and turn left onto GA-29N/US-441N.  Continue to follow US-441, bypassing the city of Milledgeville.  Continue to follow US-441 by turning left onto N Columbia Street.  US-441 and US-129 will merge, continue following US-441/US-129 bypassing the city of Eatonton.  Turn left with GA-24 and continue to follow US-441/US-129.  After crossing I-20 turn right to follow US-441/US-129/GA-24 bypassing the city of Madison.  Continue northward until merging right onto the GA-10 loop towards the University of Georgia. Take exit 7, College Station Road and turn left towards the UGA campus.
